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Guidelines for Bayside Middle School Dances, 2022-2023 

We are pleased to be able to have school dances at Bayside Middle School.  Dances are a school activity organized by a 

team of school staff volunteers as a privilege available to Bayside Middle School students.  Please review the 

expectations for invitation to the dances below with your child(ren): 

1. Dances will be from 6:30-8:30pm 

a. Students will be admitted promptly, but not before, 6:30pm.   

b. Students arriving after 6:45pm will not be admitted unless given special permission. 

c. Once inside, students must remain inside until the dance is over.  Students getting picked up before 

8:30pm will require a caregiver coming to the door to collect their child. 

d. Please be on-site to pick up your child(ren) at the conclusion of the dance.  Students not picked up by 

8:45pm may be ineligible to attend the next dance. 

2. Cost is $5, unless otherwise advertised. 

a. Tickets will be sold on SchoolCashOnline.com: Welcome and WILL NOT be sold at the door.   

b. The deadline for purchasing tickets will be noon, the day before the dance.   

c. Students must be in attendance the day of the dance; they will receive a bracelet and must show that 

bracelet to gain entrance to the dance.  

d. Dance tickets are contingent on payment of Student Fees and Athletic Fees. 

i. If the price of the ticket, or the above-mentioned fees are a financial difficulty for your family, 

please reach out to your child’s homeroom teacher as soon as possible to discuss.   

ii. If you do not have access to an online payment option, please reach out to your child’s 

homeroom teacher as soon as possible to make other arrangements. 

3. Guests from other schools are not permitted to attend. 

4. Students who have been assigned an in-school or out-of-school suspension within 10 days of the dance will not 

be permitted to attend. 

5. Students must follow the Bronco Code of Conduct and follow instructions of school staff while attending the 

dance.  Those whose behaviours do not support a positive environment may be ineligible to attend future 

dances. 

6. The Electronics Policy will be in effect. 

7. Coats and personal items will be placed in assigned classrooms and a member of school staff will monitor those 

areas. Students are encouraged not to bring bookbags/belt bags/purses as there will be limited storage space.  

8. There will be a cash canteen on site.
