School Entrances/Exits

Students use one of the three entrances on the Play Park side of the school.  Visitors are asked to use the main entrance.  All doors except the main entrance are locked during instructional hours as per district policy.

Kiss and Drop 
The Kiss and Drop area is provided for your convenience when dropping your children off in the morning between 7:50-8:10 a.m. Slowly drive into this lane for your child to exit your vehicle onto the sidewalk.  Do not park and get out of your vehicle in this lane; it is for drop off purposes only. If you need to enter the building yourself or if you need to wait for your child after school, use the side streets or the Masonic Hall parking lot across the street. St. Paul’s United Church is not available for parking due to their insurance regulations. Please do not drive onto the school grounds to drop off or pick up your child during our student arrival and dismissal times. 

Crosswalk Guards

The Town of Riverview provides the services of several crosswalk guards for the safety of our students. They are located directly in front of the school, and on Pine Glen Road at the corner of Devere and at the corner of Berkley. Please teach your child to use these crossing points and to respect the guidance offered by these very diligent workers. 

Pets
Please leave your pets at home if walking your child to school or picking him/her up after school.  Some of our students are afraid of animals.  
Bicycles
Due to traffic and safety concerns we request that children in grades K-2 do not ride bikes to school.  Grades 3 - 5 children who ride their bikes must dismount and walk their bikes when entering school grounds.  Bikes must be locked on the bike racks and helmets taken into the classrooms.
Visitors to Our School
We enjoy our visitors and appreciate our volunteers.  To ensure the safety of our school, visitors must enter the front doors of the school and sign in at the main office to receive a visitor’s badge. Wearing this badge will let everyone know that you are an authorized visitor.

Volunteers
Volunteers are an integral and essential part of school life at Frank L. Bowser School.  We are proud of the dedication and commitment shown by our many volunteers.  A list of the many volunteer opportunities will be sent home at the beginning of the school year for your consideration.

In accordance with the Department of Education, all volunteers are required to complete the following:



A yearly Policy 701 questionnaire



A valid Criminal Record Check (on file for 5 years)

Illness, Communicable Diseases, Head Lice
If your child becomes ill at school, we will notify you (or an emergency contact person that you have authorized) to pick up your child from school.   

If your child develops a communicable disease such as chicken pox, pink eye, whooping cough, etc., please advise the school so that we can monitor the health of other children.

Head lice become problematic from time to time. If children are found to have head lice, parents will be contacted to discuss if treatment has been given. Parents will be provided with information on how to treat and remove the live lice and/or nits.  This can be a very time consuming task but it is necessary to prevent further outbreaks. Your child should report to the office upon returning to school. As a necessary precaution, your child’s head will be rechecked to ensure all nits have been removed. Check your child’s head periodically and advise us if you have had to treat him/her.  

Allergy Alert

Our school has staff and students who have severe allergies to peanuts and peanut products.  Please do not send peanut products to school with your child. PEANUT FREE ENVIRONMENT.
Our school requires a SCENT-FREE environment. Help keep our school fragrance free by not wearing any scented product when coming to visit us. Please remind family and friends who attend special events of our policy as well.

Hot Lunch Program
Our Hot Lunch program operates three days per week and is staffed by volunteers. Our Hot Lunch providers meet the standards and requirements established by the Nutrition Policy 711 and are approved by Anglophone East School District. 
A detailed information sheet will be sent home with your child early in the school year. For your convenience, Hot Lunch tickets can be purchased using our School Cash Online service. Hot Lunch will begin toward the end of September or early October.  

Electronic Devices

Electronic devices such as cell phones and gaming devices are not permitted at school.
Lost and Found
Please label your child’s clothing and belongings (including footwear) with a permanent marker.  In the event that your child loses something at school it will be easier to return.  We encourage you to check the Lost and Found area across from the library from time to time.  The Lost and Found area is cleaned out over Christmas Break, March Break and at the end of the year. All unclaimed items are donated to charitable community organizations. 
Positive Learning Environment
Frank L. Bowser students are expected to behave in a manner that promotes safety, respect and cooperation by following our “Doing the Right Thing” policy.  These guidelines are printed at the front this agenda; please go over these with your child. In most cases, a discipline incident is dealt with between the teacher and the child.  However, if the problem continues, you will be notified and your support sought through verbal and/or written correspondence.  If you and the classroom teacher cannot resolve the situation, assistance from other school personnel will be sought to resolve any issues. 
Parent/School Communication
If you have any concerns or questions about your child’s progress, please contact your child’s teacher to make an appointment. We encourage you to discuss any concerns immediately and privately with the teacher. If you do not feel satisfied, contact the school administration to assist in resolving the concern.  Finally, Anglophone East School District personnel can also be involved if the issue cannot be resolved at the school level. 
Learning and Homework 
Our major focus at Frank L. Bowser School is student learning. Teachers assess student learning on an ongoing basis throughout the year. These formative assessments guide the teacher in planning for instruction as they identify students’ strengths and areas for growth. Student progress is evaluated and communicated to parents in the form of a report card in November, March and June. We invite you to support us in your child’s learning by encouraging, acknowledging and praising their efforts.  You can also help by providing a location and appropriate supplies for him/her to complete homework.  The main purpose of homework is to provide additional practice of concepts taught at school.  Although time requirements will vary, a general guideline for homework is 10 minutes per grade level. Our goal is to facilitate optimal learning while maintaining a positive attitude toward school.               
Student Activities

There are a variety of clubs and activities offered to students depending on student interest, grade level and adult support. These may include activities such as skipping club, reading club, cross country, water polo, chess, Zumba, etc.  If you would like to volunteer to help with or host an activity, contact the school.  The more volunteers we have, the more activities we can offer.
Fundraising 

There will be a major fundraising campaign in the fall.  In addition, our Home and School Association organizes a variety of fundraising events for our school throughout the year.  In all cases, money raised is used to purchase supplemental items for the school or to provide special opportunities for our students.
