e  Online etiquette is that the speaker should
use the video mode.

e Also, very important, if you did not indicate in
the ‘notes’ section of the booking that you
wanted a phone call — we are assuming it is
a TEAMS appointment. If this is not the
case, you must get in touch with the teacher
in advance, otherwise she will be waiting for
you on TEAMS.
