-During morning arrival for students who are being dropped off by parents, students will be dropped in the rear drop off zone (this is
the same drop off area as prior years) they will enter the cafeteria door. Physical distancing will be observed, and masks will be
required until the students reach their homeroom.

-Doors will be locked during the school day. There will be a sign with the office phone number on the front door. People who want
access to the building or who need to drop off something for their student will have to call in. [A doorbell has been added.]

If a visitor is permitted to enter the school, they will go straight to reception, review the visitor guidelines, and sign in using the
districts standard sign in sheet. Visitors will hand sanitize after signing in. Each visitor will then be escorted to their destination,
unless they are a “regular” and are familiar with the school’s protocols ex: Healthy Learners Nurse. Each visitor must also sign out
upon leaving the school.

Students will be bubbled with their homeroom group for the school day. They will always mask except when they are sitting quietly
at their desks or eating. Once they reach outside for noon recess they may unmask if participating in a vigorous physical activity.
Masks are not required in gym class. See full “Tight to the Right” plan, page 35.

Lunch: There are twenty-one homerooms. The first ten will go outside for noon break at 11:50 and come in to eat at 12:10. The
remaining eleven will eat at 11:50 and go out for noon break at 12:10. Students will remain in their class bubbles on the playground.

Elevator will be for one person at atime unless an assistant is required. Masks will be worn.

Upstairs eating area (kitchen adjacent to resource department): Maximum eight staff can be seated to eat at one time (spaced well in
excess of 6 ft). Tables will be sanitized after eating.

Change rooms: Are notin use at this time.

Guidance room: Will be limited to three students at a time.

Meeting rooms: Chairs will be reduced in all meeting rooms to reflect physical distance protocols.

Cafeteria: Students may pre-order their lunch online and it will be delivered to their classroom.

Lockers: Students may store outdoor clothing in lockers during the school day. Carabiners are being used instead of combination
locks to secure locker doors. This will speed up the process of accessing belongings. Teachers control access to lockers, ensuring

distancing from other classes at all times.

Volunteers to school will receive the orientation document on physical distancing and will be required to wear a mask in common
areas. The only volunteers allowed at this time are to provide food to classrooms in the morning before classes begin.

Furniture arrangement: In the main office and library chairs will be removed to respect physical distancing.
Visual cues will be in place on the lobby floor to promote physical distancing, Hallways are large enough to be multidirectional
students will follow the coloured tile always keeping to the right.

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APPENDIX E: MUSIC EDUCATION DIRECTIVES

September 1, 2020

The following guidelines apply to music education and the use of music as a pedagogical tool in the classroom. Guidance
for extra-curricular music activities (choir, band, orchestra, musical theatre, dance) will be provided at a later date.

The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development recognizes the positive effect of music on the social and
emotional well-being of students, as well as the pedagogical impact on language and cognitive development.

Wind instruments and singing will be permitted provided the duration of these activities is limited to 30 minutes or less and
that health and safety measures are applied (physical distancing, increased cleaning and disinfection).

Music classes

* Itis recommended that music classes take place in outdoor areas whenever possible, weather permitting. When
weather prevents outdoor participation, music rooms, theaters, gymnasiums, auditoriums and alternative spaces may
be used provided all health and safety measures are applied (physical distancing, enhanced cleaning and
disinfection).

* Kindergarten to Grade 8 students will participate in the music class within their class grouping and maintain a physical
distance of two (2) metres from other groups. Proper hand sanitization is required before entering and leaving the
music class room unless it takes place in the regular classroom.

= Kindergarten to Grade 8 students can sing with their class group indoors when the weather prevents outdoor
participation. Singing softly at a physical distance of two (2) metres is encouraged, even within a class group.
Students should be arranged so that they are not directly facing each other.

* As with any other materials shared within a group class, musical materials, with the exception of wind instruments,
can be used by all students in the class but should be cleaned and disinfected at the end of the day. For materials
shared between class groups, the musical equipment must be cleaned and disinfected by the students under the
supervision of the music educator before another class group can use it. If it cannot be cleaned and disinfected, the
material in question should not be made available for common use. See the Wind Instruments section for instructions
on cleaning and sharing these.

¢ The use of markings is recommended (e.g. floor tape, huia hoops, cones, etc.} and general signage is required to
indicate where students can sit, stand and participate according to physical distancing guidelines.

e The sharing of musical instruments is allowed except for wind instruments (see section Wind instruments), with
cleaning and disinfection between each user. Proper hand sanitization is required before entering and leaving the
music class room, the auditorium or any other space.

e ltis recommended that students in Grades 9 to 12 sing outdoors, weather permitting, or in large spaces to ensure
physical distancing of two (2) metres from students and staff. Singing softly is also encouraged. Students should be
arranged so that they are not directly across from each other. Forming smaller groups may be necessary to ensure
singing at a safe distance.
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APPENDIX E: MUSIC EDUCATION DIRECTIVES

September 1, 2020

« Music educators who teach several groups of students of all grade levels in the same school must ensure that they
maintain a physical distance of one (1) metre in the classroom. When the music educator teaches in more than one
school, the distance of two (2) metres is required (see Appendix A — Use of Community Mask).

e It is important that all music educators implement a variety of educational approaches to ensure quality music
instruction in a safe environment, for example:

o Incorporate cross curricular and prioritized curriculum documents;

o Offer educational outcomes with flexibility to be taught at school or remotely;

o Include more educational scenarios focused on music appreciation, music theory and musical creation; and
o Incorporate instruments that are lower risk (e.g. percussion or string instruments) into musical activities.

« Sheet music, song lyrics and other printed materials should be provided to each student for them to keep or projected
for the entire classroom to see. Handling of shared material should be kept to a minimum.

Music as a pedagogical tool
« Kindergarten to Grade 8 students are permitted to sing with their class grouping indoors when the weather prevents
outdoor participation.

* Singing softly at a physical distance of two (2) metres is encouraged, even within a class group.

Wind instruments
e The use of wind instruments will generally be permitted if all health and safety protection measures are observed
(physical distancing, increased cleaning and disinfection).

e Considering the amount of time required to clean wind instruments, an instrument should be loaned to one student at
a time for a period of several weeks (time block). This instrument should then be cleaned under the supervision of the
music educator before being loaned to another student.

« Additional details will be provided to the schools and music educators concerned as to the respective cleaning method
to follow for each wind instrument.

« Students should be arranged so that they are not directly facing each other.

= Students should maintain a physical distance of at least two (2) metres (including instrument} and ideally four (4)
metres when possibie when using a wind instrument or participating in other musical activities. The duration of
instrument activities should be limited to 30 minutes.

* If distancing and cleaning measures cannot be followed, wind instruments will not be permitted for use.
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“Tight to the Right” Plan October 13, 2020

Students will resume “normal” movement from class to class accordingto their schedules. Homeroom teachers
will stay in their own rooms throughout the day.

How this will work:

e 8:00-8:35—upon arrival, students will go directly to home rooms as they have since the 2020-2021 school
year began.

e All class movement in hallways will follow a “keep tight to the right” flow. For example, when leaving
homeroom with Mrs. Palmer on their way to math with Mr.Johnston, students will ...

Line up inside the classroom and resume wearing protective masks

Wait while the teacher begins spraying all desks and chairs in advance of the next class’ arrival
Wait for the teacher and/or a small “cleaning crew” of students to wipe each desk and chair
Proceed as a whole class to the hallway and, keeping to the right of the hallway, move single file

as a group to Mr.Johnston’s class, supervised by Mrs. Palmer (for at least the first week or two
until the routine has been firmly imbedded).

o Wait outside Mr. Johnston’s room until he indicates “all clear”--that his own homeroom students
are out of the way—before entering.
All students will use hand sanitizer upon enteringa new classroom.
If students are required to cross within the same hallway to go from one class to the next, the
teacher will decide the best route allowing for no contact with otherclasses. For instance, ifa
class is leaving Mrs. Carll’s room on their way to Mrs. McKenna’s, they would wait for the “all
clear” from Mrs. McKenna before being released by Mrs. Carll into Mrs. McKenna's class directly.
Mrs. McKenna’s room would have to be empty of students, and there would be no classes
passing by in the hallway to interfere with the flow from Mrs. Carll’s room.

o Ifaclassis travelling from one hallway to another through an intersection (i.e. to phys. ed. or
music) they must wait for the path to be clear of other classes before proceeding.

o The middle-of-building stairs (from main lobby and foyer) will continue to be used for “up” traffic
only. End-of-hallway stairs (end of grade 8 and 7) will continue to be for “down” traffic only.

o lunch bags: will remain in homerooms throughout the day.

o storage of belongings: desks need to remain empty of homeroom (or other class) belongings.

o paper towel and disinfectant spray: please advise the office or custodians if you need more rolls
of paper towel and/or disinfectant to facilitate sanitation of desks and chairs.

o playground: students need to maintain mask-wearing until within their play area. Do notcross
lines of kids entering/exiting the building. Classes need to be dismissed to go out and come in as
agroup.
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
