1. Call to Order 

· Meeting was called to order at 6:32pm by Kim MacDonald, Chair  
2. Review of December Minutes 

· Minutes were accepted from the December 2017 meeting.  
3. Role of DEC and PSSC Member
· Linda provided an overview of the role of the DEC and PSSC. 

· Get a feel for what is going on in the schools. 

· Governance body for the board – policy governance only. Superintendent reports to them. 

· Create policy, for example from last year LGBTQ2 and Mental Fitness. 

· Education Act – several items apply to the PSSC. 

· PSSC  orientation is being redone for next year – it will be more interactive and focus on more communication
4. School Attendance Data, Incident Behaviour Data and Wellness Survey Data
· Total number of absences – a lot easier to track versus tardy

· Percentage of children who miss per day is approximately 5 to 6%

· Grade 3 is the highest – 14%

· ½ day PD days – there is an increase in absenteeism

· Total Number of Tardy

· Can take the bus but being driven

· Letters are sent home per district policy after 10 days of tardy or absence

· After 3 and 5 days teachers make contact

· After 20 days – make attempts to get them to come in for meeting

· All based on internal data. If you miss 20 days of school correlates with academic performance. 5 minutes a day quickly adds up. 

· Incident Behaviour Data

· 99 visits to the Better Choices room by 67 students from Setptember until December 22, 2017

· Top 4 reasons:

· Endangering Health and Safety of others (between students)

· Failure to comply with school code of conduct (older children)

· Physical violence (younger children)

· Disrespect (to adults, climbing to the top of reasons)

· There are approximately 5 chronic offenders.

· Usually after 1-2 visits, don’t go again

· Over 5 visits – Principal calls and tries to set up meeting – other options then include in-school suspension, remove from classroom, sit with principal / VP)

· Wellness Survey Data

· Completed by Parents and Students in Grade 4/5

· Survey data will be in the next newsletter

· We feed 20-30 children every morning with breakfast program

· YMCA offering playground program

5. Tell Them From Me Survey Data
· Advocacy at School (6.2 Mean Score)

· Lower than the province, higher than Canada)

· Someone in the building you can rely on to confide in or go to if you are in trouble

· Bullying and Exclusion (16% Mean Score)

· Lower than the province and Canada (20-30%)

· How the Respond when Bullied

· 75% tell a parent or guardian

· 21% fight back (area of concern)

· Interest and Motivation 88% (approximately in line with province and Canada)

· Positive Behaviour 97% (same as province/Canada)

· Positive Teacher / Student Relations (8.7/10)

· Sense of Belonging 92% (higher than province/Canada)

· Value School Outcomes 97%

· Percentage of Students Socially Engaged (all higher than the Canadian norm, same as NB)

· Sense of belonging

· Participation Sports/Clubs

· Positive Relationships

· Intellectually Engaged (all high above Canadian norm)

· Interest and motivation

· Effort

· Quality of Instruction

· Percentage of Students Displaying Early Signs of Disengagement (very low per Canadian norm)

· Grade 4 – less than 1%

· Grade 5 – 3-4%
