5. Teacher Perception Survey Data
· Reviewed detailed report for Rothesay Elementary. 
· 71 questions completed by 16/27 teachers. Hope to have more time next year and provide time for teachers to complete at staff meeting in December.

· Common Visions, Mission and Goals – 98.8% (above the District and Province in agreement – compared to other elementary schools)

· Instructional Leadership – 89.8% (above the District and Province in agreement – compared to other elementary schools)

· Effective Instructional Practice and Continuous Monitoring of Student Progress – questions of teachers specifically regarding their instruction – In the teaching in almost every lesson section above the District and Province in agreement – compared to other elementary schools

· Supports for Instruction – 68.8% (lower than the District and Province in agreement – compared to other elementary schools, both in the 80% range)

· Most don’t feel that they have human resources other than the teacher to assist with the students. 
· Want more technology, specifically IPads – which cannot be purchased with school money, proposal required. Really need a class set (25) of IPads, would require fundraising. They are $445/unit. Have used some of the money from Kings Valley Love Week to order 5 more, 2 have already been purchased. 
· Positive School Environment – 90.2% (above the District and Province in agreement – compared to other elementary schools)

· Collaboration and Staff Interaction – 90.3% (above the District and Province in agreement – compared to other elementary schools)
