1. Call to Order
· Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Misty Pilgrim. 
2. Review of February Minutes

· February 2019 meeting minutes were reviewed and passed. 

3. March School Report

· March 22 – No School – report card preparation, PL for all staff
· April 1 – Release of Term 2 Report Cards

· April 4 – Student-Led Conferences (after school to 7:30am)

· April 5 – Student-Led Conferences (8:30am to 11:30am), PM Staff professional development (no classes for students)

4. Grade 2 Literacy Data

· District was 75% for Strong Achievement (SA) or Appropriate Achievement (AA)

· RES 68.6% SA or AA, 31.4% Below Appropriate Achievement
· 18.6% at R3 (39% to 56%) – would have received literacy intervention in the past, no longer available. 10% have ELF tutoring. 
· No longer testing this year.

5. Tell them From Me Survey

· 145 grade 4 and 5 children took the survey

· Advocacy at School (Mean score 6.6%)
· How often does someone at school do each of the following? (Never, Once a Week, 2 to 3 times a week, Almost Every Day)

1. My teachers show interest in my school projects.

2. My teachers ask me about how well I am doing at school.

3. My teachers encourage me to do well at school. 

· Not uncommon to receive a low mean score, because of how students can respond to this question. 

· Bullying and Exclusion (Mean score 25.7% of students are victims of moderate (15.9%) to severe (9.8%) bullying)

· Effort (97%) – They put their best effort all the time. 
· Interest and Motivation (89%) – Interested and motivated to come to school. 

· Positive Behaviour at School (94%)

· Doesn’t correlate with the amount who feel there is bullying. Will investigate further with a group of students in focus group. 

· Positive Teacher-Student Relations (8.6%)

· Last year 8.7%

· Sense of Belonging (80%) – drop from 92% last year

· Values School Outcomes (96%)

· Do you think what you are learning in school is important/meaningful? 

· Feel Safe Attending this School (65%)

· 14% said they were neutral (do not agree or disagree)
· Participate Clubs (89%) – Every kid in grade 4 or 5 must sign up for a club, but 100% don’t identify.

· Percentage of Students Socially Engaged at RES
· Above the Canadian norm for participation in clubs, positive relationships

· Slightly below for sense of belonging

· Percentage of Students Intellectually Engaged at RES

· Above Canadian norm for interest & motivation, effort, and quality instruction

· Percentage of students at RES Displaying Early Signs of Disengagement

· Well below Canadian norm, below 5%
6. Teacher Perception Survey

· 24 staff filled out the survey this year (almost everyone completed)

· Common Vision, Mission and Goals – 100% were in agreement with the SIP vision and expectations for the students. 
· Instructional Leadership – Admin working with teams is below district and province. This is because of PLC – those who aren’t teaching have to supervise when these take place during school time. 12% neither agreed or disagreed. All other areas are 92.7% compared to 83% for the district and 83.2% for the province. 

· Supports (Human Resource Support) for Instruction – Always low because teachers feel that there is not enough support in the classroom. Teachers are doing more work with PLPs. 20% agree or disagree, 20.8% disagree.

· Positive School Environment – 90.5% mean agreement

· Collaboration and Staff Interaction - 93.5% mean agreement, 100% said they work in a team and work with people who show them respect
7. New Business
· DEC Conference in May

· Information circulated if anyone is available to attend. 

· Budget

· Used for supplies and 2 other parent sessions, small surplus
· KV Psychology Session

· Very well received, good involvement, a lot of questions

· Parent Session - Topics and Dates

· Would like to have another session in April (tentatively April 25th) and have another one in the fall. 

· Topic discussion: screen time, emotional intelligence, resiliency, mental health in children

· Misty will contact to discuss topic. 
· DEC Update from Linda
