School Exclusion
Guidelines

Minimum exclusion period for cases

Conjunctivitis (Fink eya)

Exclude wntil saen by a healthcars providar, if thera is a thick whibe or vellow dischargs, fever,
eve pain or eyvelid swelling or significant watery discharga. At least 24 hours of treabmant may
be reguired before returning o schoal.

Mo exdlusion if have pink eyes with no or minimal clear or walery discharge without fever, eye
pain, or eyalid radnass.

Cold sores (harpas simplax)

Exclusion is not wsually required (unless signifizcant drooling that cannod ba cantrol|ed)

COVID-18nfluenza RSV

Exclude until sympioms hawve improved and child has not had fever for 24 hours.

Ciphiheria Exclude until medical clearance |writian note from health care providar)

E.coll (Verohomganic) Exclude a= recommanded by Public Health.

Group A stregiococcal (GAS) infection {pharyngtis/
tonsillitis [strep throad], scarlet fever, impetigo)

Hand-foot-and-mouth disease

Exclusion is mot usually reguired {unless significani drooing that cannod be controlled)

Hepatitis A

Exclude until 1 wesk from the onset of illnessijaundice.

MRS {Methicllin-resistant Staphylocooous sunsus)

Exxluesion is not usually required. (unless skin lesions (2.9 boils) carnct be covered). Seek medical
edvice for contect spori participation.

Weasles

Exclude until 4 days from the onset of rash.

Meningitis {Meningococeal (vasive] Disease)

Exclude as recommended by Public Health.

Murmgs Exclude wntil 5 days from the onsat of gland swelling, § non-immunized contacts are prasant.
Parfuessis (whooging cough) Exclude a5 racommendied by Publbc Health.
Ringaarms Exxclude until treatment staried.

Rubella {Gaman measles)

Exclude for Tdays afier onsat of rash.

Scabéas

Exclude until 24 hours aftar freatment.

Shingles (herpes zoster]

Exclusion is not usually required (urbass skin basions (spots) cannot be covered)

Waricella (chickenpox)

Exclude wntil child fesls well encugh fo retum o schoal.

Cylomagalovines infecion, HIV, Hepatitis B, Hapatitis C. Molluscum contagicesum, Mononuclecsis (EBV infaction), Pediculiosis (Head lice), Pirmaorms, Roseala

However, students should be fewer-free for 24 hrs without using fewer-reducing medications, free of vomifing and/or diarrhea for 48 hrs, and

Graduation Memo #1 — February 2024

Valedictorian Selection Process

On Thursday June 20, 2024, we will be hosting a traditional graduation ceremony in the RHS Gymnasium.

Key Dates for Ceremony & Planning:

Wednesday, June 19 — Mandatory Grad Rehearsal and Grad Ticket Pick-up 11:00
Thursday, June 20 - Graduation Ceremony, RHS Gymnasium 2:00

Grad Fees — Payable via Cashless Schools

Your Grad Fee is structured as follows:
Grad ceremony-$70 (covers cap, gown, diploma, gym set-up, reception, photographer)

*Prom and Safe Grad are not included in this fee. They are being organized by a parent committee and
information will follow. (June 17th)

Selection of Valedictorian and calculation of Honour Standing.

Honour Standing for Graduating Students — Distinction = 95% and above High Honours =90-94.9% & higher,
Honours =85%-89.9%.

Honour standing for graduates from Rothesay High School will be determined as follows:

A student will be registered in a full course of study in their graduating year unless they are on a pre-
approved academic plan in place by administration.

Only courses taken in the graduating year will be counted for Honours.

In calculating the average, English 12 must be counted.

Of the other courses the lowest mark will be dropped. If a student has INC, they will not be eligible.

To determine honours, the sum of the marks on the courses counted (English to be included) will be di-
vided by one less than number of courses taken.

A 1% bonus will be applied to the calculated average for each Level 1 course, and Advanced Placement
(AP) course.

The Valedictorian will be the student with the highest average after all bonuses are applied.
