o A reminder that ASD-S has a scent-reduced policy. Exposure to perfumes and 

other scented products can trigger very serious health reactions in individuals 

with asthma, allergies, migraines, or multiple chemical sensitivities. The health 

effects of fragrances – ranging in severity from mild to debilitating – can include 

headaches, migraines, dizziness, nausea, fatigue, shortness of breath and 

wheezing. For some people, especially those with asthma and other respiratory 

disorders, exposure to fragrances can trigger the need for emergency medical 

treatment. Perfumes and colognes are considered the most concentrated form 

of fragrance; however, fragrances can be found in a wide range of products 

including soaps, shampoos, deodorants, hairsprays, and cosmetics. We have 

three staff members who experience serious reactions to scents and who have 

had to leave F.E.S. on more than one occasion due to exposure to fragrances.
