2. Use the SafeArrival website, https://go.schoolmessenger.ca. The first time you use the 

website, select Sign Up to create your account. Select Attendance then Report an 

Absence.  

 

3. Call the toll-free number 1-833-219-9065 to report an absence using the automated 

phone system.  

 

These options are available 24 hours/day, 7 days a week. Future absences can be 

reported at any time. 
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
