To put it simply, synergy means "two heads are better than one." Synergizing is the habit of creative coop-

eration.  It is teamwork, open-mindedness, and the adventure of finding new solutions to old problems.  But 

it doesn't just happen on its own.  It's a process, and through that process, people bring all their personal 

experience and expertise to the table.   

 

In create synergy, differences must be seen as strengths, not weaknesses. When we teach our children to 

synergize, we are giving them strategies that will be invaluable in today‟s society.   

 

Try this activity together once a week or even once a day to get your family in the habit of synergizing.  

Ready-Set-Synergize: Start a “15 minute synergize session” where everyone drops what they are doing, and 

works together, as a team.  Together, you could clean the house, do the dishes, or pull the weeds in half the 

time it would take one person to do it on their own! 

 

Not all decisions in the family require synergy, of course, but a respect for everyone‟s opinion is important 

in creating a positive family culture.  The key to your family culture is how you treat the child that tests 

you the most.  When you can show unconditional love to your most difficult child, others know that your 

love for them is also unconditional.  That knowledge builds trust and by properly communicating and syner-

gizing around problems, you are building strength in your family‟s ability to survive the “storms of life.”

MAKE A PICTURE OR DIAGRAM 

Turning the words of a problem into a picture or a diagram can help you "see" the problem. By using the 

part of your brain that visualizes a situation or object, you may see relationships or information that help 

you solve the problem. Try making a picture or a diagram to solve these problems:

April is National Poetry Month! This was established in Canada in 1999 by the League of Canadian Poets to 

encourage the enjoyment and writing of poetry. What a perfect time to find some favourite poems to share 

with your child! Poems allow your children to visualize wonderful images and to hear the flow and rhythm of 

the language. This is great practice for reading with expression and fluency. 

Why poetry is a big hit  

may rhyme or not-free style 

may use simple phrases and words- not always sentences 

usually involves less writing 

may be about anything! 

often expresses personal feelings 

more freedom with punctuation, capitalization, and page arrangement 

Start out with reading a few poems, maybe by Jack Prelutsky or Dennis Lee and then try your own. Some of 

my favourite poems that I love reading over and over are Sheree Fitch‟s Toes in My Nose or Dennis Lee‟s 

Alligator Pie.  

An easy one to start with is an Acrostic poem. Begin each line with a word or phrase that starts with the 

letter on that line.
