vocabulary is called “Tuning in to Interesting Words”. In many ORD
classrooms you will see children collecting interesting word and COLLECTO R

adding them to their word collectors. You might also see teach-
ers helping students “tune in” to interesting words when they
are reading o the class. The teacher simply stops and makes a
big deal about the word and then adds the word to the word
collector chart in the classroom. The challenge then is for the
children to fry and use this word in their conversations or writing
over the next few days. “Table Talk” is a simple activity you can
do at home to help expand your child’s vocabulary. Simply in-
troduce an interesting word at the “supper table” each night.
Talk about what it means and then use it in a sentence. Chal-
lenge your child to use this word in conversation over the next

few days.
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Writing: Ideas
Ideas are the foundation of writing. Students begin their writing experience in Kindergarten, usual-
ly through recounting 1 thing they have done as their idea. As students develop as writers they will

begin developing a main idea with many supporting details that will be descriptive and specific

in nature. Check out some examples of student writing at F.E.S. and how they have developed
their ideas!

7 Habits of Happy Kids

Also in November, we will continue to be busy working on the “7 Habits of Happy Kids.”
The habit for the month will be Habit 2: “Begin with the End in Mind: Have a Plan!”

This means to think about how you would like something to turn out before you geft started.
Reading a recipe before cooking or looking at a map before leaving on a trip is beginning
with the end in mind. For young children, a good example is that of a jigsaw puzzle. Before
doing a puzzle, they look at the cover of the box. :

Here are some good activities you can try at home to
help your child learn to “Begin with the End in Mind.”

1. As a family (or with an individual child), choose an
area that needs improvement. The area of improve-
ment, or the goal, becomes your end in mind. Then
think of specific steps that will lead to achieving this
goal. For example, if the goal is to improve as a read-
er, specific steps may include reading a certain
amount of fime every day or working several times a week to improve oral fluency.

2. Ask your child if there is something special he or she would like to buy, then help your child
plan how much money he or she will need to save and how long it will take. Discuss ideas for
earning extra money like doing additional chores and helping around the house.

3. Create a “wants” and “needs” collage with your child. Cut out pictures of various items
(toys, candy, vegetables, cleaning supplies, appliances, books, etc.) from a magazine and
then ask your child to paste them under the correct column of “wants” or “needs.”
