A few things to make our year go more smoothly - first, call the Safe Arrival number at 847-
2087 if your son or daughter is going to be absent from school. This line is available 24 hours a
day so if you are up in the night with a sick child and do not want to awaken in the morning,
take a minute to call. It is an automated system so please follow the prompts. The purpose of
this program is to ensure the safety of all children. If a child is not accounted for at school,
we want to make sure they are at home safely with you.

Second, please follow our drop off procedures if your child is not coming to school via bus.
The lane in front of the school is a bus only. All parents dropping off their children will have
three options:

Park at the far end of Dream Land and have your child(ren) use the sidewalk and en
ter through the playground gate.

Use the revised drop off lane and have your children enter through the newest gate
at the end of the school opposite the grade five door.
Use the drop off circle in front of the school closest to the main entrance. Children
will then proceed to the playground using the sidewalk parallel to the school. This cir-
cle is for drop off only. No parking permitted in this circle.

The first eight parking spots in front of Dream Land will be designated 'No Parking' from

7:30 - 8:30 to eliminate vehicles backing into the flow of traffic. Doing a U Turn in this
area will how be permitted to access the drop off zone.

Literacy

Here are a few ideas to make literacy a part of your family's busy day:

Write and read Messages: Have your child leave messages on a message pad or white board. Leave your child a mes-
sage to be read.

We're having i-c-e cream for
dessert. What are we having?

Shop; Make a shopping list together. Have your child read the list back - did you forget anything? Take the list to the
store and check off each item.

Play "I Spy”; I spy a person whose hame ends with a sound.

I spy a fruit that starts with the letter "b."

Numeracy

Children learn math best through activities that encourage them to:
® explore
® think about what they are exploring

® solve problems using information they have gathered themselves

® explain how they reached their solutions

Children learn easily when they can connect math concepts and procedures to their own experience. By using common house-
hold objects (such as measuring cups and spoons in the kitchen) and observing everyday events (such as weather patterns
over the course of a week), they can “see” the ideas that are being taught.

An important part of learning math is learning how to solve problems. Children are encouraged to use trial and error to de-
velop their ability to reason and to learn how to go about problem solving. They learn that there may be more than one way
to solve a problem and more than one answer. They also learn to express themselves clearly as they explain their solutions.
