Masks will be required at all times when outside with
the exception of during physical education class.
Students will wear a mask upon exiting the car and
keep it on from the bus. Students driven will not exit
the car until the drop off spot is reached. Lunch recess
will be staggered to allow one class per area. There
will be no morning outside recess or whole school
morning recess. Dismissal will be done bus by bus.
Students being driven will be called when the buses
leave. Parents will be asked to physically distance if
picking children up and must wear a mask.

Maks must be worn at all times while in the building with the
exception for students being when they are eating, working
silently, or during physical education. For staff the exceptions are
when eating or when in a class/office alone with the door closed.
Phys ed. will be outside unless the weather prohibits. If phys. ed.
is outside, teachers will deliver their class and exit the playground
doors by the bathrooms or their own classroom door when
applicable. All classes will enter the doors by the resource office.
In the gym, the classes will enter one door at by the resource
office and exit the door by the bathrooms. Schedules have been
made to avoid meeting other bubbles in the hallways.Teachers in
portables will coordinate times to be at their coat hooks to avoid
congestion in the portable hallway.

Everyone will be required to wear a mask in the
school with the exceptions as mentioned above. With
student with special needs who cannot tolerate a
mask for long periods of time, a PLP goal will be
made. Staff working with that student will require a
face shield as well as mask and stay as physically

All persons with
symptoms will change to a medical mask, leave building as
soon as possible or put in isolation if not able to leave
immediately.
