conduct. For example, "Johnny, you
were being responsible when you fed
the dog without being reminded."
“When you helped Mrs. Jones pick
up sticks in her yard (or shoveled
her steps), you were doing a good
deed and showing her you cared."

» Name your own commendable ac-
tions. For example, "I took responsibility when T
got a ticket for driving too fast." "I recycle
items because we are all responsible to protect
the environment."

e Be polite and considerate toward others.

Do what you say you will do.

e Set goals and complete difficult tasks.

e Set high but reasonable standards for your
child's behavior.

o Listen respectfully to your child’s ideas and feel-
ings.

o Offer your child choices, and help them follow
through on decisions.
