Memo from New Brunswick’s Acting Chief Medical Officer - Attached to my
email message is a memo from the Acting Chief Medical Officer of Health, Dr.
Yves A. Léger and also Public Health's Exclusion Guidelines for Schools. The
information included in these two memos outlines steps that all families can take
to minimize the spread of influenza, RSV, Covid -19. It also outlines illness
exclusions as follows:

Stay home if your child has:
One of the following: fever, or a new or worsening cough;
OR

Two or more of the following: difficulty breathing, sore throat, runny
nose/congestion, headache, new onset of fatigue or purple markings on the
fingers and toes of children;

OR
Symptoms of gastro-intestinal illiness, such as vomiting or diarrhea.

Public Health recommends that those who are sick should stay home until they
are feeling better, are fever-free for at least 24 hours without using fever-
reducing medication, free of vomiting and diarrhea for at least 48 hours (if
present) and are well enough to participate fully in all activities.

Please be reminded that principals must follow and communicate Public
Health's Exclusion Guidelines for Schools when determining when and for how
long a student should be excluded from school.
