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Building Access Notes: Describe how access to the school is being controlled and communicated. All usual security measures must be maintained.

School access will be limited and those needing to enter are encouraged to book an appointment if possible. People dropping items
off at the school will “buzz” into reception via the main entrance and reception will go to the door and retrieve the item. All doors will
remain locked from the outside during the day (excluding arrival, dismissal, and breaktimes) requiring each visitor arriving to stop
and buzz in. Ringing the buzzer will remain standard practice at White Head Elementary.

Sighage is posted at main entrance notifying visitors that them must wear a mask. If a visitor is permitted to enter the school, they
will go straight to reception, review the visitor guidelines, and sign in using the districts standard sign in sheet. Each visitor will then
be escorted to their destination, unless they are a “regular” and are familiar with the school’s protocols. Each visitor must also sign
out upon leaving the school.

We will take student and staff attendance on a daily basis, any time a student or staff leaves for an extended period of time for any
reason they must sign out at reception.

Under Orange and Red phase guidelines, visitation will be limited to necessary personnel and stakeholders.

Pick-up and drop off for students in K-2 will take place at the West door at the elementary wing after busses have departed.

Pick up and drop off for students in 3-12 will take place at the South/main entrance. Physical Distancing must be maintained when
entering/exiting the school.

Pick up and drop off for White Head Elementary will take place at the main door of the building.

School personnel are actively screened upon entry to the building. Sanitizing takes place, along with an attesting to the most current
screening questions provided by GNB.

Students are also required to self-screen prior to entering the school and self-monitor throughout the day. Younger students will be
screened by a parent prior to coming to school. If a student becomes symptomatic while at school they must leave the building or
await the pickup of a parent while waiting in our isolation area in room 32 next to the office (maximum 1-hour). The isolation area
must be cleaned between each use following procedure within the Standard Cleaning & Disinfection Document.

*Note that mask usage will take place at all times under Orange except during physical education, sitting and working quietly (K-8), or
while drinking/eating. Mask wearing under the Red phase of recovery will take place at all times except while eating and sitting and
working quietly (K-8) and all times except when eating/drinking (9-12).

Physical Distancing Notes: Outline how physical distancing is being supported and communicated.

Classrooms — Have been laid out to allow for as close to 2M Distancing as possible between desks. Extra furniture has been removed
from classrooms. Library, Guidance Room, etc. Have all been modified to allow proper physical distancing and extra furniture has
been removed.

Lunchroom — K-8 students are eating in their classrooms. Enough tables have remained to allow high schools students that utilize
the room to physical distance. Lunch practices at White Head Elementary will remain, with physical distancing in the classroom.
Staff Room — Closed for eating while in the Red phase of recovery. Staff may utilize appliances (fridge, coffee makers, microwaves).
Masks and physical distancing are to be maintained. Sighage has been posted. There is a limit of 2 people in the staff room at White
Head Elementary. Signage has been posted.

Locker Rooms in gym areais limited to 8 people at a time — signage has been posted.

Lockers — Lockers will be limited to storage only; the expectation is they will not be visited frequently. Classroom changes have
been made to ensure students have their lockers as close to the classroom as possible.

Washrooms - limited number of people with signage posted at doorway. Laminated signage will be cleaned regularly throughout the
day. Masks must be worn in washrooms.

Hallway — Directional arrows are in place to illustrate direction of traffic and ensure physical distancing. Benches have been removed
to discourage gathering while not observing physical distancing.

Meeting Room — Limited to 5 people. Signage posted. A plexiglass barrier is available in the meeting room to utilize.

Office - There is physical distance signage to remind people they cannot enter unless they have permission and where physical
distancing can be maintained. Masks are worn while in the office unless it is a designated workspace.

Assemblies— will be held virtually at this time.

Evacuation Drills — We will stager the locations of our Muster Points so physical distancing can be maintained when outside of the
school.
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*Red Phase*- Mask usage will be at all times when in the building except when sitting and working quietly and at the teacher’s
discretion (K-8) or while eating/drinking. High school students must wear masks at all times except when eating/drinking.
