First Days of School

 All students in K-5 will attend school through a staggered entry.

Tuesday, Sept. 8- students with last names beginning with A-L will attend.

Wednesday, Sept. 9- students with last names beginning with M-Z will attend. 
                   All students attend on Thursday, Sept. 10 and Friday, Sept. 11. 

What to Bring
· School supplies will be purchased by the school as in previous years.  School registration fee of $45 (includes an agenda book for communication with home and all necessary school materials) can be paid online through Cashless Schools or sent to school with your child.  Materials used daily such as pencils and erasers will not be shared among students. 
· Indoor sneakers with non-marking soles.  Students have physical education every day with the same teacher. Equipment will be cleaned before used by another class.  
· Masks will be worn by students & staff when travelling in the hallways to other classrooms, gym and washrooms.  Students will be asked to wear a mask when entering and exiting the school building.  Bus students may remove their mask once they are in their assigned seat.  Students are encouraged to have 2 masks with them each day. 
·  Students require a water bottle (bottle refilling stations will be available; water fountains will be turned off) and a lunch (cafeteria services will not be available until October). Students will be eating lunch in their classrooms. VMES Homework lunch program will not be offered. Students may complete their homework while eating their lunch if needed. 
·  Please return any textbooks and library books from last year😊.
What will be different?
·   8:00-8:20am   Parent Drop off & Walking Students
Students walking or being dropped off at school can arrive between 8:00- 8:20am.  Students will go directly inside.  3-5 students use Carleton St.  doors, K-2 students  use Prince of Wales doors.

1:50 & 3:00 pm Parent pick up times

Students who are being picked up or are walking will be dismissed at 1:50 pm for K-2 and 3:00pm for 3-5. Please wait outside their entrance for your child to come out. 

· Students will go directly into school when they arrive in the morning wearing a mask. Students will wash/sanitize their hands upon entering and exiting classrooms.
· Grades K-2 will use the Prince of Wales entrance when entering and exiting the school.  Grades 3-5 will use the Carleton entrance for entering and exiting the school.  The main entrance will be reserved for public access and physical distancing is required due to location of offices and washroom. 
· Smaller class sizes, increased supervision and teaching of safe health practices will be prioritized. 
· Students will remain with their same class for the day (example – no multi age groups for guided reading or smart class).  Students will still have Mr. Gumushel for PE and Ms. Archer for Music class.  Teachers & Educational Assistants will remain with one assigned class as much as possible.  Staff and students will not be required to wear a mask while in the classroom, gym or when playing outside. Masks will be worn in the hallways and washrooms, & when entering and exiting the building and the bus. 
·  All classes will be assigned an outside area for play on a daily rotational basis to preserve class bubbles.  Students will have 2 recesses each day as per usual. The play structure, court and fields will be used.  Students will wash/sanitize their hands before and after going outside to play.  All classes will have an assigned bag of toys and balls to play for their use only. 
·  When a student does not feel well or shows symptoms at school, a caregiver will be contacted for pick up at the staff parking entrance.  The student will be isolated, always masked and supervised by a caring adult. 
· Visitors to the school will be limited.  Parents are asked to contact teachers, principal or the office to make an appointment or arrange to drop/pick up. All visitors will be required to wear a mask, follow screening protocols, provide contact information when signing in at the office. 
· The interior of the school building has markings to promote physical distancing and promote safe health practices.  Persons are asked to keep right in the hallways  ( follow the arrows), look both ways when exiting classrooms, Persons going down the stairs have the right of way,  Additional cleaning practices have been arranged for the safety of all.
