As
well, we have anew crossing guard, Tiffany, whois ready to greet students at 7:45am and helpthem
cross King Street.

The school parking lotis reserved forstaffin
the mornings, as this is not a safe spot for children to exit vehicles and cross the road. If you needto
park your car to walk your child to theirentrance, you may use the Border Arena parkinglot next door.

The building opens to students at 8am. Understanding that some families need to leave for work earlier
than that, duty teachers monitorstudents outside at each of the entrances from 7:45am. Classes begin
at 8:25am.
