* Accommodations; student dormitories on campus (accommodations are
similar to university dormitories in Canada)

2-4 New Brunswick and Chinese students per room
Washroom and shower facilities on each floor/wing of the dormitory
Female and male dormitories are separate

Each dormitory is chaperoned by a Chinese teacher/worker (dormitory rules
are mandatory & NB chaperones are close by)

Provided meals; typical cafeteria-style Chinese food, with some opportunity to
experience meals in Chinese restaurants

All'in country transportation provided

During the first weekend, the New Brunswick students will be hosted by a
Chinese family in their home
