• Supporting the FASD team in understanding the current structures and processes in place at the 

school, district, and provincial levels.  

• Organizing professional learning opportunities that promote evidence-based instruction and 

intervention and collaboration among departments within the area of FASD. 

• Working collaboratively with other members of the Educational Services Division and contributing to 

the development and the implementation of Department of Education and Early Childhood 

Development initiatives, including inclusive education and positive learning and working 

environments.  

• Fostering community engagement and connectiveness with other government departments, 

community partners, and stakeholders, including First Nations communities.
