This letter is to inform you of the upcoming public health immunization clinics targeting Grade 9 students for the school year 2016-2017. Please read the two enclosed pamphlets for vaccine information.
 Two vaccines will be offered to grade 9 students:
1. Your child is eligible for varicella (chickenpox) vaccine if:

· born in 2000 or later
· has not had chickenpox disease after one year of age
· had only one dose of chickenpox vaccine 

Note:  If this is the first dose of varicella vaccine, please call Public Health 3 months following the first dose of varicella vaccine  to make an appointment for the second dose.
2. All students are eligible for Meningitis vaccine  
It provides protection against invasive meningococcal disease caused by Neisseria meningitis type A, C, Y and W-135
Please return both completed consent forms to the school and indicate the reason if the vaccine is refused.
If you have any questions about either vaccine or if your child is unable to receive vaccines at school, please contact your local Public Health office.
