This week in language arts, we will continue our Science unit:  Les Structures.  This week, your child built a tower using straws and masking tape.  Then we measured the towers and tested its durability.  The students are learning new sentences structures and vocabulary pertaining to this theme: Quels matériaux  utilise-t-on pour construire une maison?   On  utilise du béton, des briques et du bois pour construire une maison.  Nomme les parties d’un bâtiment.  Les parties d’un bâtiment sont: la fondation, les poteaux, les poutres et le joint. Décris ta tour de pailles. Comment as-tu fait ta tour?   Your child should be able to respond to basic routine questions and questions about the themes learned thus far.  He /she needs to be able to recognize sounds and sight words. The sight words this week are: We will review the words learned so far. The students need to put into practice reading strategies that we have been working on.  The students should be able to write personal responses to a book they have read and at least 5-10 simple sentences related to our themes.  They need to use convention (proper use of punctuation and uppercase letters as well as write sight words 
correctly).  The students are also learning to write descriptive and procedural pieces.  They have written a description of their tower as well as a procedural piece.
In Math, we are subtracting using the 100’s chart and number line and 10 frames as well as a multiple of 10: (35-18: 35-20=15+2=17). This week, we continue subtracting 2 digits from left to right. 
Ex1: 52-18=___                    Ex2:46-14=__

50-10= (40-10) = 30                40-10=30

10+2-8=12-8=4                     6-4=2

30+4=34                            30+2=32.    
We are also working on naming and describing 2-D shapes and 3-D objects.   It is increasingly important that your child knows their math facts.   
During English class, your child has been learning various strategies to incorporate in their personal narrative (using convention, better word choice, similes, dialogue, good hook in their introduction…)  On Monday, your child will be writing a personal narrative independently.  I will be assessing this piece for the upcoming report card.  Please discuss with your child what he/she has done during the weekend.  The more ideas they have, the easier it is for him/her to find a topic and add details.
