       - March 27th to March 31st is Multicultural Week.  My class will be              learning about France.  
-April 3rd: Report cards go home.
-Monday, April 10 (No SCHOOL).  It is professional learning in the morning and student-parent-teacher interviews in the afternoon/evening. 
This week in language arts, we will begin our social studies unit about: Notre place. The students are learning new sentences and vocabulary pertaining to our city and province as well as spring.   The students are learning new sentences structures and vocabulary pertaining to this theme: Quels sont les signes du printemps. Qu’est-ce que tu vois au printemps?  Qu’est-ce que tu fais au printemps?  Your child should be able to respond to basic routine questions and questions about the themes learned thus far.  He /she needs to be able to recognize sounds and sight words. The sight words this week are: Nous sommes, vous êtes, ils sont, elles sont, pendant, peut-être as well as Nord, Sud, Est, Ouest. (We will review the words from last week.) The students need to put into practice reading strategies that we have been working on.  The students should be able to write personal responses to a book they have read and at least 5-10 simple sentences related to our themes.  They need to use convention (proper use of punctuation and uppercase letters as well as write sight words correctly).  
Math:

Your child continues to learn to add and subtract using various strategies.   
We are also learning about measuring length, width and height in centimetres and metres.  We will continue to work on our unit on multiplication up to 5x5.
