This week in language arts, we will our social studies unit about: Notre place. The students are learning new sentences and vocabulary pertaining to our city and province as well as spring.  Nomme ta ville/province. Où se situe ta province?  Qu’est-ce que tu peux voir ou faire à Fredericton/ au NB?  Nomme les provinces de l’Atlantique/ des Maritimes. Qu’est-ce que tu peux visiter à Fredericton ou au Nouveau-Brunswick? Quelle est la fleur du Nouveau-Brunswick? La violette cucculée est la fleur du Nouveau-Brunswick.
