Mrs. Williams will 
be joining our class for the next 5 weeks to work with groups of students in guided 
reading. Students should be reading 20 minutes each night.  

Writing: We are learning that writer’s need to be problem solvers and learn how to 
handle distractions from their writing on their own.  We will also talk about how to quit 
that “It’s no good voice”. 
Students have been given writing goals and need to think about these goals every time 
they go to write so that it is automatically added to their writing. 
 
Math: We will continue to work with coins this week. Please practice counting quarters at 
home. We will also continue talking about place value and how to represent a number in 
multiple ways using base ten blocks. Please have your child work on the IXL website for 
extra math practice.
