What we are learning:

Literacy:

This week, we will have a review and assess week.  We will practice daily the 13 letters we have introduced and assess students towards the end of next week on those letters for a Show What You Know. (S, A, T, I P, N, C, K, E, H, R, M, D) 

I love to hear that students are playing the games we sent home and watching the videos.  Yeah!

Word Wall Word – ME (we have been using this in our writing last week but it will become our first sight word of kindergarten.  
Some of us are STILL working on printing our names in lowercase letters with only the first letter uppercase.
In writing, our focus this week continues to be telling stories through pictures and orally to peers and the teacher.  We have been learning how to label a picture. If your child has drawn a picture of themselves in their story, then they are expected to write the word “me” above the picture of themselves.  We have also introduced words the words “Mom”, “Dad”, “brother”, and “sister” and have them posted for the students to use if able.
Math:

We are switching from patterns and putting a bigger focus on numbers to 5 again for a bit.  Some of the things we will work on over the next couple of weeks are: Counting forward and backward from 5, telling the number before or after a number to 5 (i.s. What number comes before 3?)  Printing our numbers to 5 without reversals, subitizing (recognizing the dots on a dice without counting every time), etc
You and Your World:
The UNB nurses will be in to discuss healthy eating choices – the students are really enjoying their visits.  It is also Safe Schools Week so we will be discussing bus safety, fire safety, and Code Red Lockdown.

Homework:

· Keep practicing the new letters we have introduced. We are sending home a new tic tac toe game with the next set of letters.  Also consider putting the letters on index cards and hiding a sticker, sticky note, etc under a couple of the cards.  You child has to say the letter on the card before looking underneath for the hidden object.  
· Practice printing the letters we have learned so far.  A white board is really fun for this but coloured markers on paper are always a hit too. 

· Help your child print his or her name. Encourage proper pencil grip and lower case letters.

· Math – count forward and backward to 5 (or for a challenge 10), play games with a dice that your child can start to recognize the dots without counting each time.
