

October 1st- 5th, 2018
What we are learning:

Literacy:

This week, we will introduce letters C/K, E, H through our Jolly Phonics program.  We will continue to review the other letters already introduced. We will learn to print letters P, N, K, E, H. We will print one letter each day.

We are still working on printing our names in lowercase letters with only the first letter uppercase.
In writing, our focus this week will continue to be telling stories through pictures and orally to peers and the teacher.  We have been talking about the difference between a picture (ie rainbow) and a story (I seen a rainbow at my house.)  We will also talk about Thanksgiving this week, and students will draw and talk about things they are thankful for. 
Math:

We have been counting both the days in September and the days we have been in school during calendar time each morning.  Monday starts a new month and we will discuss things that happen this month along with starting to name the months each day.  We will continue to focus on patterning this week.  Students need to be able to make a pattern, copy someone else’s pattern, extend a pattern and tell the core of the pattern (the part at the beginning that repeats).  We will also continue to work on learning about Numbers to 5. Especially printing the 4 and 5 this week.  
You and Your World:
We will continue to work on rules and routines of school as well as building friendships and talking about how to be a good friend.  This week’s presentation from the UNB nursing students will be on nutrition. They will discuss how our food choices are linked to sleep, mood, energy and learning.

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Homework:

· Practice our new letter sounds this week – C/K, E, H (once introduced). Have your child think of things that begin with each letter.
· Try out the new game we sent home to practice SATIPN ~Roll a sound – Players will roll a die and say the number showing – next look at the top of the game to see what letter to cover based on the die number (ie 1 – cover S, 2 – cover A, etc)  The goal is to cover 3 in a row before the other player does.  Have fun!

· Help your child print his or her name. Encourage proper pencil grip and lower case letters.

· Math - look for patterns around the house.  Make patterns with spoons and forks, markers colours, coins, buttons, etc.  Ask how they know it is a pattern. (first part repeats over and over again)
· Play the tic tac toe game to practice the letters SATIPN – attached in the email.  Let us know if you need a paper copy printed for you. (Say the letter to cover with different coloured buttons, frootloops, pennies and nickels, etc)
