1. Identify Mixed Numbers and Improper Fractions
(Draw three pictures. People will identify the mixed number and improper fraction for each.)






2. Convert Between Mixed Numbers and Improper Fractions
(Write three mixed numbers and three improper fractions. People will convert them.)









3. Identify Ratios
(Draw a picture with different shapes. Ask questions about part:part and part:whole ratios. People will label and identify the ratios.)






4. Find Proportional Ratios
(Write two sets of ratios. Make sure they both can be divided by the same number. People will identify a bigger and a smaller proportional ratio for each.)








5. Interpret Percents
(Draw two hundreds blocks. People will identify the percent of the blocks filled in using a) a fraction, b) a percent, c) a ratio, d) a decimal, e) words.)







6. Find Percent By Making 100
(Write four fractions that are NOT over 100, but can be turned into 100 using multiplication or division. People will turn the fraction into one that is over 100 and identify the percent)
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
