Key Concepts

Double a word’s final consonant before adding a suffix if all four of the following
conditions apply:

1. The word ends in a single consonant.
Propel + ant = propellant
(compare: defend - defendant)

2. A single vowel precedes the consonant.
upset + ing = upsetting
(compare: unseat - unseating)

3. The word’s last syllable is stressed.
trans mit’ + ed = transmitted
(compare: e’dit - edited)

4. The suffix begins with a vowel.
regret + able = regrettable
(compare: regret + ful = regretful)
