COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will encourage students to examine issues, respond critically and creatively and make informed decisions as individuals and as citizens of Canada and of an increasingly interdependent world.  Social studies embodies the main principles of democracy, such as freedom, equality, human dignity, justice, rule of law, civic rights and responsibilities. The social studies curriculum promotes students’ growth as individuals and citizens of Canada and an increasingly interdependent world. It provides opportunities for students to explore multiple approaches that may be used to analyze and interpret their own world and the world of others. Social studies presents unique and particular ways for students to view the interrelationships among Earth, its people and its systems. The knowledge, skills and attitudes developed through the social studies curriculum empower students to be informed, responsible citizens of Canada and the world and to participate in the democratic process to improve society.
