· Idea could be to focus on more practical stuff – some companies sell rubbish bags – or to coincide with the seasons
· Although Grade 5 does an in-house bottle drive, we could do a bottle drive on a larger scale?
· Selling tea or coffee packets

· Chase the Ace? Tricky to pull off in an academic year, timewise? Would need a license for this
