o Outdoor Learning

▪ Lily Smallwood has $3000 in funds set aside for outside learning 

▪ Maple syrup tapping

• Fundraising Ideas 

o Can’t run Christmas Bazaar this year due to covid (usually make $15,000 with 

this) 

o Fundraising purpose – Playground updates, outdoor equipment, technology 

o Direct fundraising event - Request for donations (minimum goal of $10,000) 

o Christmas theme baskets – send out Nov 9th and have items in by Nov 23rd . Can 

set up so each basket can be bid on separately on cashless schools. Need a way to 

include people who are unable to do cashless. Need a way to do random draw for 

the winner. 

o Online silent auction (Amy White to look into this and report back) Stella Park to 

help with this as needed 

o Scholastic online book fair – all books ordered will go directly to your home (Nov 

16th and another one in the Spring).  

o Chapters Night (Dec 2nd) – in store.  If not able to have in store, we can hold it 

online (Issue: books may not arrive in time for Christmas?).  Experience from 

members of the group would suggest that it would be no problem to get the books 

on time. Will look into option of running in store and online at the same time 

o Poinsettias/wreaths – online. Julie Werner to organize this. Need to find a way to 

get the vouchers to purchasers.  Will likely do this in the middle of November 

o Nissan test drive – Kim Kennedy happy to do this in the Spring (May).  Need 

volunteers to clean surfaces in vehicles between each drive.  Need to be promoted 

much better. 

o Raffle in Spring  - will need lottery licence 

o Acorn cards – Amy White to take this on
