Romeo and Juliet Act 3 Group Acting Assignment – 111 Period 1
This is a practice assessment for Representing and Speaking.  Your task is to sign up for one of the scenes from Romeo and Juliet Act 3 and with your fellow group members bring this scene to life for your classmates.

Directions:
1. Read or skim all of Act 3 on your own before you decide which scene you want to sign up for.  You will have to do this by _________________________ because on _________________________ we will do a draw of names to determine who will be playing which role.

2. Read the scene together and decide what is important and what should be cut out (paraphrasing and summary is strongly encouraged – for example, could the famous “balcony scene” from Act 2 be summed up in a few lines?).  You will all need to cut something because scenes should be no longer than 3 or 4 minutes in length, but you cannot cut any characters – all of you must speak!
3. I will provide you with a paper copy of the scene you are acting in.  This includes a plain English version to help you with understanding.  You can hi-light this copy, write notes on it, cross stuff off, etc.  Ultimately, you need to create your own script to act from!  I will make copies of your script for your group members once it is finalized.
4. Decide how your group wants to interpret the scene.  You can read the lines as is using the script that you create (memorization not required), you can modernize the lines, or you could even modernize the whole scene / setting (just remember that you have to maintain the key ideas from the scene – you cannot just perform something that has no relation to the key themes and ideas from your scene).  For example, you could do a pirate version of your scene from Romeo and Juliet, a science fiction version, a gangster version, a Harry Potter version, etc. – use your imagination and creativity!
5. Once you have decided on a script, assemble costumes and props for you scene.  These are a must if you want to receive full marks.  The costumes do not have to be elaborate (just something other than what you normally would wear) and the props can be made of paper or cardboard.

6. Practice your scene.  You will have parts of three class periods to work on this.  The fourth day will be the actual presentations.  Work hard and work quickly.  
7. You will be marked on the following strands / categories:  Representing: Costumes / Props / Scenery; Effort / Organization; Creativity; Reading: Interpretation / All Key Elements Present; Speaking: Acting / Voice / Stage Delivery.
Here are the scenes we will be performing with all of the required characters:

Act 3, Scene 1:  Benvolio, Mercutio, Tybalt, Romeo, Prince, Lady Capulet, Montague.
Act 3, Scene 2:  Juliet, Nurse.
Act 3, Scene 3:  Friar Laurence, Romeo, Nurse.
Act 3, Scene 4:  Capulet, Paris, Lady Capulet.
Act 3, Scene 5:  Romeo, Juliet, Nurse, Lady Capulet, Capulet.
Act 4, Scene 1:  Friar Laurence, Paris, Juliet
