	Eye Contact / Posture / Gestures
Speaker maintains eye contact to engage the audience and to clarify and explain his or her interpretation / message.  Speaker effectively uses body movement and facial expressions to clarify and explain his or her presentation; a variety of volume modulations (louder/softer), voice inflections (tone of voice) and gestures were used to convey enthusiasm.
	Presenter avoids eye contact with the audience.  Erratic, poorly planned movements and gestures; facial expressions detracted from the presentation.
	Presenter makes little eye contact in general and almost no direct eye contact with members of the audience.  Body movements, gestures and facial expressions distracted from the presentation; no real expressive techniques were used.

	The presenter makes some eye contact, but it is sporadic; very little direct eye contact.  Body movements, gestures and facial expressions were somewhat planned and did not distract from the presentation; few expressive techniques were used.
	The presenter makes appropriate eye contact and makes direct eye contact with a majority of the members of the audience at some point in the talk.  Body movements, gestures and facial expressions were clearly planned and contributed to the presentation; expressive techniques are appropriate for the content of the talk.

	The presenter makes direct eye contact with most of the members of the audience at some point in the talk and involves the audience in the presentation.  Body movements, gestures and facial expressions were used to energize and engage the audience; expressive techniques were used and were appropriate for the content of the talk.

	Voice / Vocabulary / Pace
The speaker could easily be heard; the audience understood the presentation; vocabulary chosen was appropriate for the topic and the audience.  Words like “like” and “um” are not used.  Talk moves at an appropriate pace; the speaker does not speak too fast or too slowly.  Pauses are appropriate and not overused.
	Several portions of the talk are unclear or inaudible to most of the audience. The speaker frequently speaks in nonstandard English and uses terms incorrectly. Talk is noticeably rushed or protracted OR several lengthy pauses occur during the talk. 
	Several parts of the talk are unclear or inaudible to some members of the audience, OR one portion is unclear or inaudible to most of the audience. The speaker occasionally speaks in nonstandard English and uses some terms incorrectly.  Talk is somewhat hurried or sluggish throughout, OR several noticeable pauses occur.
	A very brief portion of the talk may be unclear or inaudible to some members of the audience, OR the audience has to make an effort to hear and understand. The speaker speaks in standard English using correct vocabulary for the subject area.  Talk is slightly hurried or slow. Occasional gaps of “dead air” occur that do not detract very much from the meaning.
	A large majority of the talk is clear or audible to all members of the audience. The speaker speaks in standard English using correct vocabulary for the subject area.  Talk mostly moves at natural rate and rhythm. Few inappropriate pauses or silences occur.
	Every spoken word can be heard and understood clearly with no difficulty by each person in the audience.

The speaker speaks in standard English, using correct vocabulary for the subject area and language appropriate for the audience. Talk moves at natural rate and rhythm. No inappropriate pauses or silences occur. 

	Presenter Effectiveness / Sincerity / Conviction / Confidence / Passion Level / Audience Engagement
The audience was engaged and the presenter was believable and confident.
	No confidence in the presentation; no passion or too much passion shown; talk is flat; little or no energy is used to convey feelings; audience was not engaged.
	Little confidence in presentation; little passion for subject; the speaker’s tone is lifeless or inappropriate; audience struggled to stay engaged.
	Some confidence in presentation; passion level was largely appropriate; audience was largely engaged.
	Confident in interpretation; good passion level; audience was engaged throughout.
	Very confident in interpretation; excellent passion level; audience was energized by the presenter’s enthusiasm.

	Preparation / Practice / Organization
The presentation is organized.  It is obvious that the student prepared for the presentation and practiced so that the project would run smoothly.
	Preparation is not evident. Does not contain a clear introduction or conclusion. The talk seems to be disorganized. Unnecessary pauses or awkward delays may occur when referring to the visual project. The presentation is unprepared with no attempt to deliver a quality presentation.
	Preparation may or may not be evident. May begin or end with an announcement, rather than a planned introduction or conclusion. Unnecessary delays or pauses exist in the talk or when referring to the visual project. The presentation does not appear to have been practiced, and lines are mostly read from cue cards or notes.
	Some preparation is evident. Introduction and conclusion are present, but not as affective. Some transitions are evident. A few extended pauses may occur during the talk when referring to the visual project. The presentation is practiced for the most part with some extended looks at cue cards or notes.
	Preparation is evident. Contains a clear introduction and conclusion. Most transitions between parts of the talk are smooth. A small pause or two may occur during the talk when referring to the visual project. The presentation is practiced for the most part with occasional short looks at cue cards or notes.
	Preparation is highly evident. Contains a compelling introduction and conclusion. The speaker makes smooth transitions between parts of the talk. No delays occur when referring to the visual project. The presentation is well practiced with occasional looks to cue cards or notes but without losing contact with the audience.

	No visual or auditory technology was used to clarify the message / interpretation.

	Visuals / technology was used and it somewhat added to the clarity of the message / interpretation.
	Visuals / technology was used and it added a lot to the clarity of the message / interpretation.
	A variety of visuals / technology was used to enhance the presenter’s message / interpretation.

	Research / Information / Knowledge of Subject
Presenter used interesting and engaging information during the presentation.  Research was obvious.  The presenter was very knowledgeable about his or her topic.  
	Information is not relevant or informative.  No supporting quotes, examples, and/or anecdotes are used.  Research is not evident. The speaker demonstrates little or no knowledge of the subject matter. 


	Information is not as relevant or informative as it should be.  Few supporting quotes, examples, and/or anecdotes are used.  Use of research is unclear. The speaker demonstrates some knowledge of the subject matter.
	Information is mostly relevant and informative.  Supporting quotes, examples, and/or anecdotes are used.  There is some evidence of research. The speaker demonstrates adequate knowledge of the subject matter.
	Information is relevant and informative.  Supporting quotes, examples, and/or anecdotes are used effectively. Research is evident. The speaker demonstrates good knowledge of the subject matter.
	Information presented is very relevant and informative.  Supporting quotes, examples, and/or anecdotes are used effectively.  Research is evident. The speaker demonstrates thorough knowledge of the subject matter.

	Mentors / Community Connection
Presenter has established a mentor or mentors to help with the project and has been making connections inside the school / in the community.
	No mentor and no community connection established.
