	Vocal Expression - Clarity / Audibility (Voice usage, articulation, modulation, pronunciation, volume, pace)
	Monotonous; poor articulation; could not be heard; spoke way too fast or way too slowly.
	Little variation; lacks clarity; some difficulty hearing speech; pace was inconsistent.
	Some variation; generally clear; generally audible; decent pace.
	Clear throughout; volume dropped a few times; good pace.
	Precise, clear, consistent volume; excellent pace.

	Physical Expression - Eye Contact / Posture /  Body Movement (Degree to which the speaker maintains eye contact with the listeners, body movement, facial expressions)

	Avoids eye contact; stiff or nervous; erratic movements; posture completely distracted from the speech.
	Little eye contact; body movements and facial expressions distracted from the argument; speaker leaned on the podium or slouched and showed a disinterest in his or her topic.
	Some eye contact; body movements and facial expressions somewhat distracted from the argument; speaker leaned on the podium sometimes or slouched sometimes.
	Appropriate eye contact; appropriate facial expressions and body movements; speaker stood tall and straight at the podium.
	Involves audience with eye contact; body movements and facial expressions engaged audience and added to the argument; speaker stood tall and straight at the podium.

	Speaker Effectiveness – Expressiveness / Sincerity / Conviction / Confidence / Passion Level (audience engagement, speaker believability)
	No expressiveness; no confidence in argument; no passion or too much passion shown; audience was not engaged.
	Little expressiveness; little confidence in argument; little passion for subject; audience struggled to stay engaged.
	Some expressiveness; some confidence in argument; passion level was somewhat appropriate; audience was largely engaged.
	Good expressiveness; shows a lot of confidence in argument; passion level was good; audience was engaged throughout.
	Excellent expressiveness; very confident in argument; passion level was excellent; energizes the audience throughout with enthusiasm.

	Content – Introduction / Argument (Hook, topic and argument / thesis)


	Topic and argument were completely unclear; audience was not interested in the topic; there was no hook.
	Topic and argument were scattered; audience struggled to maintain interest in the topic; there was no hook.
	Topic and argument were vague; audience was mildly interested in the topic; decent hook.
	Topic and argument were relatively clear; audience was largely interested in the topic; good hook.
	Topic and argument were clear and audience interest was created quickly; excellent hook.

	Content – Conclusion (Summary, concluding statement)
	No attempt to summarize main points; speech ends suddenly and abruptly.
	Some attempt to summarize main points; concluding statement was lacking or flawed.
	Decent summary of main points; concluding statement was okay.
	Good summary of main points; interesting concluding statement.
	Excellent summary of main points; unique and interesting concluding statement.

	Body of Speech / Organization - Order / Focus / Transitions (Flow, main points relate to thesis, movement between points, purpose)
	No order; unclear focus; no transitions.
	Little order; little focus; transition attempts were ineffective.
	Some order; some focus; some transitions.
	Good order; good transitions; ideas were related to thesis and focus and purpose were clear.
	Effective order; effective transitions; audience never loses sight of the speaker’s purpose and focus.

	Content / Supporting Examples – Preparation / Research / Elaboration / Reasoning / Grasp of Subject (Quotes,  statistics, supporting statements)
	Argument had no supporting examples, quotes and details; no research, preparation, elaboration and reasoning.
	Argument was largely unsupported and largely based on personal opinion; very little research, preparation, elaboration and reasoning were evident.
	Argument was supported with one example, quote, statistic, and / or detail only; some research, preparation, elaboration and reasoning were evident.
	Argument was supported with more than one example, quote, statistic and / or detail; good research, preparation, elaboration and reasoning.
	Argument was supported with many excellent examples, quotes, statistics and / or details; excellent elaboration / reasoning; research and preparation were obvious and clear.

	Diction – Word Choice  / Awareness of Audience 
(Speaker uses language and conventions appropriate for the listener / audience)
	Inadequate diction; inappropriate word choice for audience; word choice detracts from argument.
	Diction was inconsistent; word choice shows little audience awareness / did not add to the argument.
	Adequate diction; word choice shows some awareness for audience and somewhat adds to the argument.
	Effective diction; word choice demonstrates a good awareness of audience and clearly adds to the argument.
	Excellent diction; word choice demonstrates and excellent awareness of audience and enhances the argument.

	Listening Skills – Responses to Speeches (Listening skills were demonstrated through effective questions and points / clear response)
	No questions or comments.  Listening skills were not demonstrated.
	Questions and comments were off topic.  Response to speaker indicates that you were not listening.
	One question or comment only. Response to speaker does not clearly indicate if you were listening.
	Good questions and comments.  Response to speaker demonstrates effective listening skills.
	Excellent questions and comments.  Response to speaker clearly demonstrates excellent listening skills.

	Question Responses – Speaker’s Responses to Class Questions
	No response.  Speaker did not reply to the questions asked.
	Speaker made an attempt to respond to questions, but did not show understanding.
	Speaker responds well to some questions, but not all.
	Speaker provides good, solid responses to all class questions.
	Speaker provides excellent, thoughtful responses to all class questions.

	Impromptu Speech (Length = 1 minute)
	Inadequate impromptu; no attempt to support or develop an argument.
	Inconsistent impromptu; speaker struggled to present an argument; did not meet the minimum time requirement; few, if any supporting points.
	Adequate impromptu; speaker presented an argument but struggled to fill the time; an attempt was made to support an argument.
	Effective impromptu; speaker presented a good argument in a short period of time; at least one supporting point was presented.
	Excellent impromptu; speaker was poised and presented a strong argument in a short period of time; more than one supporting point was presented.

	Deadlines / Writing Process (Research, Brainstorming, Rough Copy, Peer Editing, Final Copy)
	Student missed all of the deadlines and did not complete any element of the writing process.
	Student missed most of the deadlines and a majority of the writing process was incomplete.
	Student met a majority of the deadlines and completed a majority of the writing process.
	Student missed one deadline and/or one element of the writing process, but the final speech is complete.
	Student met all deadlines and all elements of the writing process were completed.
