3. Principal Report – David Burrell
15 minutes 
a. Monty’s Lending Library- these will be displayed in a central location. These can be themed or put out by individual teachers to support specific lesson plans. 
b. Purchase of online reading supports with Raz Kids. – This is for access at home and at school. It is user-friendly and familiar to students. It has levelled reading options and comprehension activities.  

c. Partnering with Costco for an in-school reading support (in line with building blocks of reading). Costco will be sending staff down to read with students. They will be here for about 45 minutes each week for reading support. This program has been used in other communities and has worked well. 
d. Partnering with the ELF reading program- This is a blended intervention that can be used online up to grade 2. Resource has set this up for additional reading support.  
e. School Improvement Framework
i. Mr. Burrell met with his T.A.L.L team (principal leadership group) to set the stage for Dec 2nd PL- This will involve school improvement planning using provincial indicators outlined for success. The MSS Leadership team, called Teachers as Learning Leaders, read through the indicators from the province. From this, they decided which domain(s) MSS could improved upon and where the school focus should be. They determined systemic school planning as the first goal. Teaming and leadership within the school is their second goal. Teachers will work in clusters to determine how successful MSS currently is in these domains, based on the indicators. 
f. School Plan update – Dec 9th – looking for action items to add to the school plan based on information in the morning. 
At the beginning of the year, these were the goals:

Goal 1- sound wall/building blocks of reading

Goal 2- Community connections

Annual school performance review is due before the break. This will be submitted based on feedback on Friday. 
g. Purchase of 3G SEL program for K-5 – Guidance at MSS helped to pilot and write some of the lessons for this program focused on social-emotional learning. MSS will be purchasing this program for one year. Lessons are self-contained and can be chosen based on classroom needs. This may be something that replaces “WITS” and some of the language associated with that program. 
4. DEC Report and Introduction of DEC Rep 15 minutes.

· The DEC’s role is communication between school and district.
· Hot topic- The new French system. A multi-page letter was sent to the minister. The chair of the DEC signed the first two pages. The other three pages were questions submitted by schools. Most questions were about the lack of transparency, as well as questioning the basis of the claim that FI isn’t working. They are looking for data to support these claims. The minister has received this letter already and it may become public.
