Everything I need to know I learned in Kindergarten!...
Here are the outcomes we have covered so far this year:

Literacy

Shared Reading – A big book is shared with the class as a whole, showing various strategies, finding sight words, sounding out words, doing a basic book talk.

Sight Words – 2 new words are sent home each week.  These are practiced each day.

We print them, tell sentences orally with our words, and find them in books.
Jolly Phonics – This is the resource I use to teach letter sounds.

Phonemic Awareness – We learn about sounds, segmenting, and rhyming.

Guided and Independent Reading Time – Time to practice and reinforce our reading strategies.

Free Play Centers – This takes place on an occasional basis.  It is important for the children to socialize and learn to play in a structured environment.

Math
Number – sorting sets
· counting groups

· counting results when 2 groups are formed (intro to addition)

Shape & Space – sort and build with 2-D shapes


-pattern with, name and describe 2-D shapes


-recognize shapes in the environment

Measurement – compare and order based on length, capacity, and time
Data Management – form and interpret people graphs
