(Introduce “Use Addition to Subtract”


(i.e. For 12-7, Think 7 plus how many more make 12. We can “count on” from 7 to get to 12…8, 9, 10, 11, 12.  7+5 make 12. 


So, 12  7 = 5.


(Adding 10 (2+10=12, 5+10=15)

Reading:  


For the rest of the year, we will be working on reading fluently (smooth) and with expression. We will also working on Comprehension (understanding what we read) and “Expanding Vocabulary” strategies. This month, we will be adding “Manily Moose” (for Comprehension) to our C.A.F.E Board. “Mainly Moose” reminds us to identify the main idea of the text. To help improve Fluency, we will be adding “Purr-fect Penny”. She reminds us to read purr-fect fit books that have words that we can read accurately and smoothly. 





Writing:  


This month we will be focusing on the writing traits: Ideas/Content and Conventions


When we write a true story, we need to choose an idea that we can remember a lot about so that we can write a lot about it using a lot of details! To add details, we ask ourselves “Who?”, “What?”, “When?”, “Where?”, “Why?” and “How?”. The more details we have in our stories, the more interesting they are to read! We will also be revisiting “All About” writing (Report Writing) where students choose a topic they know about and tell about it using a lot of details.
