Math: Numbers to 1000





We will continue to work on these outcomes for this month—Numbers to 1000 is a big unit.





N1:  Say the number sequence forward and backward 


        from 0-1000 by 5s, 10s, 100s using any starting point: 


        3s, 4s or 25s using starting points that are multiples.  


N2:  Represent and describe numbers to 1000 


        concretely, pictorially, and symbolically


N5:  illustrate concretely and pictorially the meaning of 


        place value for numerals to 1000.


N6 & N7: Describe and apply mental math strategies for 


        adding and subtracting two 2-digit numerals.


PR2: Demonstrate an understanding of increasing and 


        decreasing patterns by describing, extending, 


        comparing, creating patterns using manipulatives 


        and diagrams, (numbers to 1000).





Mental Math Strategies (N10):  


Making 10, Doubles, Doubles +1.





Number Properties (N10): commutative property, property of zero; thinking addition to solve subtraction problems for basic addition facts and related subtraction facts (to 18).

Literacy:


Reading:  Ensure your child reads each night for at least 20 minutes.  





Word endings: 


Students have learned when to add -s or -es to a word and when to double the last consonant before adding -ing.  





Writing: 


We are continuing to add details to our stories while deciding which information we throw away.  Students are becoming more comfortable with making story introductions much stronger by starting a story using either: dialogue, an action, or describing the setting.   I’m pushing them to use quotation marks and proper punctuation in their stories and also finishing their stories with a strong ending.


   Students are also using more descriptive words in their stories and some are even getting comfortable with using similes and they are beginning to experiment with adding interesting synonyms in their stories – which they are using from the classroom thesaurus.
