· January 13th -17th – Presentation of the power point & introduction to the Concours d’arts oratoire.
· January 14th/15th– Time in lab to research possible subjects of interest.

· January 16th-Presentation of Concours d’art oratoire in detail ;rules & info on ” l’introduction”. (read examples)
· January 17th- Model intro on May Whalen- they create their own.

· January 20thth- Devinette-guess to whom the intro refers; (themselves or a famous person, classmate etc.)
· January 21st- Speech topic must be chosen  Work on Chocolate production reading ( persuasive speech)
· January 22nd- Model intro-pass out diagrams of animals, buildings food item; they create intro on their animal, place or
· January 23rd-Time in lab/ipad for more research.
· January 24th – (Last chance to change speech topic) – mini intros by students (written and presented in class) . Prepare any research printouts,,books, journals, etc (in French) to bring to class this week.
· January 27th – Finish up mini intros and presentations. Look at examples of speeches on Youtube. Students critique these. STUDENTS BEGIN WORKING ON THEIR PLAN.
· Jan 28th-31st Work Period for Students. Students must have all documents in French. This may be done in class or in lab with their plans in hand.  By the end of the period Wed. students must have their Plan and their Introduction of their speech completed as well as a good start to the first important point.
· Feb 3rd – Introduce students to Bon Patron site. Work Periods – Students should be done the 2 main points by Friday. Look at helpful youtube sites.
· Feb 4th – February 7th – Research & Work Period for Students.  Students are to be working on the body and the conclusion portion of their speech.  Also, during this week, I will be modeling grammar lessons in conjunction with the preparation of their speech.

· February 10th – 14th – Revising and Editing of their speech during class time. This is done in groups. 

· February 18th -21st, -Memorizing of their speech during class time (presentations in groups). Take the time to explain what a good cue card should look like. On Feb 21st have them prepare cue cards.

· Feb 24th– Feb 28th-( or wait until after break) Students present their speech to the class. TBA for confirmation.
· March 9th – March 13th – Finish up presentations. We return to working on their Unit in our French Resource.  You may want to do your class presentations during this week.
· March 23rd –27th Students who have been selected from the classroom competition will present their speech in the theatre with the other students in your grade level that have also been selected. TBA (max 12 from each level). Dates to be dertermined by Stone, Whalen and Skead.
