“Make a Friendly Number – Adding with 8”

The next math fact strategy that your child has learned is “Make a Friendly Number”.   “Make a Friendly Number” uses both the “Make 10” (“Professor X”) and “Adding with 10” (“Hulk”) strategies.
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Meet the “Green Arrow”
“Make a Friendly Number”                                                                     
“Make a Friendly Number” is a good strategy to use when you are adding numbers such as 9, or 8.  
Turn the 9 or 8 into the “Friendly Number” 10 by taking some away from the other number.
Example:  8 + 6 = ?, think  [image: image1.wmf] 8 is close to 10.  I’ll take 2 from the 6 and give it to the 8 to make 10 (“Professor X”).  Then, I can use “Adding with 10” (“Hulk”) strategy I already learned.   
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Green Arrow is a Robin Hood like character.  Robin Hood would take from one and give to another.  The Green Arrow shoots trick arrows.  When making a ‘friendly number’ we take from one number and give to another number using arrows.
