

“Near Neighbors”

The next math facts strategy that your child has learned is “Near Neighbors”.  This strategy can also be called Doubles + 2. This strategy works if the numbers being added have a number between them on the number line.
	For example:

3 + 5 = ?
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Think:  3 + 3 = 6  so…

        6 + 2 = 8

	Doubles + 2


NOTE:  If your child knows 3 + 5 = 8, they should know the reverse 5 + 3 = 8

*There is a “trick” for Near Neighbors.  It is as follows: Think  about the double fact between the two numbers.

	For example:  3 + 5 = ?

Think:  What number is between 3 and 5?  4 and 4 + 4 = 8
