“Adding with 10”
The next math fact strategy that your child has learned is “Adding with 10”.  Students have been learning to start with 10 and add a number from 0 to 10 to it. Example: 10 + 8 = 18, as well as start with any number from 0 to 10 and add 10 to it. Example: 6 + 10 = 16.  It is important for them to understand how to do this so they can begin to add 2-digit numbers quickly and accurately.  It is also important that they recognize the related subtraction facts (“Subtracting the ten/ones”) which we will learn next.

Meet the “Hulk”
Your child will be taught different strategies in school to learn the following facts: 

           Adding with 10

*We are working toward these facts becoming automatic to the students, without using fingers or counters.
The Hulk is a large green humanoid that has superhuman strength.  When he clenches his fists he makes a group of ten with his fingers.  We use this group of ten (and clenching our fists) to help us remember how to “Add with 10”.
