1.0 Welcome and Call to Order

1.1 Approval of Agenda – Peter Moore
The agenda was approved as presented.

1.2 Role of the PSSC – Peter Moore, Sheila Legere

A recap of the role was presented to the new members in attendance, and as a review for past members. Peter has agreed to send the PSSC handbook out to all members for them to review the committee in further detail.

2.0 Old Business 

2.1 Approval of Minutes from last meeting – Peter Moore
June meeting cancelled last year so it was the May minutes that were approved as distributed. 
2.2 Drainage (added to the agenda)
Sheila has been told this will be addressed within the districts capital expenditures budget in 2017. We will watch for this when the district budget comes out in February/March of 2017.
2.3 Collaborative PSSC
Peter Moore attended a meeting on PSSC collaboration at Nashwaaksis Middle School on May 19th, 2016. The following schools were represented at this meeting: Royal Road, Nashwaaksis Middle, McAdam Avenue, and Park Street. We had narrowed our focus areas down to 5 – Peter passed these along to the group at the meeting.
Looking to have these collaborative meetings continue throughout the school year. At this time the date for next collaborative PSSC is unknown. Peter to inform members when next meeting date is confirmed.
2.4 Positive Behaviour Committee
This is a committee which consists of 7 members from the Royal Road School. These staff have started a committee to draft policy and procedures on recognition of positive behaviours as well as disciplinary action due to behaviour.  The committee will work together to draft this resource which will be presented to the PSSC before implementation. This is our transition year, should move forward with this Positive Learning Environment over the next few years.

2.5 School Improvement Plan (added to the agenda)
At this time we consider updates on this to be ‘on hold’ as we are awaiting the release of the provinces 10yr plan. Our first goal is to focus on K-2 literacy through formative instruction. We currently have Sandra Melanson working on this project. We are fortunate to have her every other week (One week Royal Road, one week Gibson Neill) at this time.

2.6 Facility improvements - Playground

Pea Gravel issue has been fixed.

Playground structure with too large of opening has been fixed.

Bench (lower playground) which was uneven has been fixed.
No other concerns regarding the playground at this time.
