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 Hop to a chalk number, count on, and back. Hop to a number and say the number that comes before (1 less) and after (1 more) or 2 more/less. Find things in nature and put that many things on each number. For example, find 4 sticks or toys and put them on the number 4. 
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Go outside for a nature walk and collect items such as sticks, acorns, rocks, and grass. Create a pattern with these items. Ask a sibling or parent what would come next. What would the letter code of your pattern be?
