Elements of Characterization
Protagonist 

· Main character

· Character who pushes the action forward

· Character who attempts to accomplish something

· Usually seen as a good person or hero/heroine
Antagonist
· Character or force that holds the action back

· Character who wants something in opposition to the protagonist

· Usually seen as a bad person/force or villain
There are three main elements used to study a character of a story:

1.  Physical Appearance – what does the character look like, how does s/he dress
2. How Does the Character Act - Includes behaviours, personality traits, thoughts, feelings and attitude
3. How do other characters react to / treat the character
