Here are some options for you to choose from to help improve your literacy 
skills while you are at home. Challenge yourself to try one each day and have fun!





Make a list of interesting words that you notice while you are reading. If you don’t know what the words mean, ask a family member or use a dictionary. Try using some of these words in your writing this week (e.g. in your journal, a story, a poem, or a song)

 Create a book with a sibling or a parent. Decide together who the main character of your story will be and what adventures they will go on. Take turns adding illustrations and words to your book.








Generate a list of interview questions to help you make a timeline of your life or the life of someone important to you. Decide how to organize the timeline with pictures and words. This may be a scrapbook or video!

Find a few riddles or jokes to share with a family member.


EXPLORE


Find a ‘big word’. You can find words on food labels or in a book. Write the word down. Make new words using the letters in your ‘big word’. How many words can you make? Challenge yourself to make more words! Tip: If you’re finding it tricky, you can cut the letters apart so you can move them around and build new words..





Grade 3 Choice Board- pick one a day
	You have a total of $1.45  in coins in your pocket. What are all the possible combinations of coins you could have .

	Roll a die 3 times(or use number cards) to create a three digit number. Print your number on your score card that fits the description. Compare your answers with a partner score card.

	                Flip Three
Using a deck of cards with face cards removed set all of the cards in rows face down.
Players take turns to flip over three cards and attempt to make an equation using the three cards. The equation can be an addition, subtraction, multiplication or division, e.g. 3+3=6, 8-5=3, 2×1=2, 10÷2=5.
If the player can make an equation they keep the cards. If they can’t make an equation the cards are flipped back over in the same place.
Continue playing until only 7 cards remain. The winner is the player who has the most cards.

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• Design your own I Spy bingo card.  Draw a 


picture of something you will look for in 


each square of your card.

• Mona loves animals and sees lots of them 


on her I Spy walks.

Cut it out and put it in 


your window for others to see. 


• Gather some items you find on a walk in 


your yard or neighbourhood – small sticks, 


stones, pine cones, leaves.  Use these 


objects to create a picture on the ground.  


Can you make a tree?  Can you rearrange 


them to make a bird?  How many things 


can you make out of these items? 


 


 


• Do you know what a robin sounds like? 


How many other birds can you spot on 


your walk and what do they sound like? 


Ask an adult to help you find some 


recordings of bird sounds. Can you 


imitate the bird calls? 


• Listen to the sound of your feet as you 


walk. Is it a steady sound? How can you 


change the sound? Can you make it 


faster? What about softer? Here is a 


tricky one, how about longer? What 


other ways can you change the sound? 


• Listen to the steady beat of your feet on 


the ground. Can you make up a chant 


about what you spied while on your 


walk. Try saying your chant to the beat of 


your feet. Try making up a melody and 


singing your chant too.

insect…etc.

• Write the numbers from 1-10 on a chart or 


checklist.  Walk around the neighbourhood 


and look for numbers on signs and posters.  


Check off each number as you find it (or 


keep a tally of the numbers you see).   


• Take a walk in your neighbourhood and  


look at the trees.  Estimate how many 


trees you see on your walk.  Which one is 


the tallest?  Which one is the shortest?   


 


• Mona’s grandfather was a postal  


worker.   Postal workers are still delivering 


the mail.  They are essential workers.  


What are other examples of essential 


workers? 


• Draw a map of the route you walk in your 


neighbourhood.  On your map, draw 


pictures of special things you see 


(buildings, birds, trees, parks). 


 


• Mona and her mother like to find trees on their I Spy walk.  Do the Tree Pose.  Be careful of your 


balance!  Close your eyes, breath deep belly breaths, and listen to all the sounds you hear.

• Mona and her mother see lots of animals on their walk.  Try to move like those animals while 


making the sound it makes – dog, cat, bird, skunk! 


• Take an I Spy walk around your neighbourhood.  Every time you find something on your I Spy list, 


move a different way.  Start off walking then you could skip (Mona loves to skip), or gallop 


(Mona’s mother loves to gallop).  Some other ways to move are hopping, leaping, jumping and 


bounding.  Can you think of another way to move around the neighbourhood?

		A Deck of Fitness is a great way to have fun and get some fitness into the day!

Activity Procedures:

1. Today’s friendly competition is Deck of Fitness. The object of the game is to do as many repetitions as you can of each exercise. 

2. When you draw a card, you’ll use the exercise chart to determine which exercise to do. Complete the number of repetitions shown on your card. For example, if you draw the 4 of hearts, perform 4 jumping jacks.

3. Face cards (e.g., a king) are worth 10 repetitions. Aces are worth 11 repetitions. 

4. In round 1, you and your friends will play together and select 1 card for everyone to perform. In round 2, you can compete: Everyone will choose their own card and complete their own repetitions/exercises.

Tips:

· Make sure you pace your activity safely. Don’t give up form for the sake of speed.

· Be sure you have enough activity space for safe movement.

· Follow this format, or create your own:

· Hearts = Jumping Jacks

· Clubs = Push-Ups

· Diamonds = Invisible Jump Rope Jumps

· Spades = Squats
