Page: Cover
Highlight the title of the book by running your finger under the print. Ask what they think the book is about and talk about what is happening in the picture.

Page: 1
Ask what they think the word ‘vast’ means. Explain it means really big. You could say: “The sky is so vast you can never count all the stars”. Read the sentence from the book again.

Page: 2
Read the page and ask children which creatures they think might live in the ocean.

Page: 7-8
Read the lines on both pages but leave out the word ‘fish’ and wait for children to fill in the word. Point to the fish if they are having trouble.

Page: 11-12
Ask the children what they think the giant squid might do.

Page: 17-18
Point out that the words “bay” and “play” rhyme. With preschool-age children point out that both words have ‘-ay’ at the end.
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
