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*Throughout the book, there is a little yellow bird on each page. Have the children find the bird*

Page 2
Activity: Ask what you need to go to school each day, point it out on Pete (i.e. lunch box, backpack, shoes. What else might you need that you don’t see on Pete?)

Page 4
Activity: Pete is strumming his guitar. Does anyone know how to play an instrument?

Page 6
Activity: Highlight quotation marks, explain that when people are talking in a book, quotation marks are used to show the reader.
Activity: Who is the teacher in the classroom? How do you know? (i.e. standing at the front, has chalk, glasses, etc.)

Page 8
Activity: Ask if anyone has a favourite book.

Page 12
Activity: Talk about lunchtime, ask what they think Pete is having for lunch, what do they like to have for lunch?

Page 13/14
Activity: Talk about punctuation (i.e. this is an exclamation mark, it means you are making an excited statement. This is a question mark, it is used to ask a question)
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
